	Team 
	Description

	1. Fisheries and Haida Fleet
	This committee deals with political issues such as sports fishing, the quota system for salmon allocations, razor clams, the communal license issues and responding to DFO fisheries policies. The committee’s role is to make recommendations to the CHN.


	2. Heritage and Natural Resources
	The committee is responsible for reviewing and responding to a variety of applications, such as licenses of occupation, land leases, foreshore leases, forestry related applications (road permit, cut permit, salvage etc.) and archaeology related permits and reports


	3. Energy 
	The Energy Committee reviews and makes recommendations to the CHN regarding energy issues and projects on Haida Gwaii.


	4. Communications
	This committee focuses on enhancing and expanding CHN communications to people of the Haida Nation and the Islands’ communities.


	5. 5. Culture and Language
	The CHN Culture and Language Liaison provides a link with other organizations and provides political support where required.


	6. 6. Fundraising
	This committee works on raising funds for CHN programs and projects. Fundraising is ongoing and creative individuals are encouraged to join the committee.


	7. 7. Secretariat of the Haida Nation
	The Secretariat of the Haida Nation receives and administers funds on behalf of CHN.  Manages human and financial matters of SHN as the legal financial entity of CHN.  Annual budgets and contract management.
